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ATTACHMENT TO AFFIDAVIT FOR SEARCH WARRANT
1. 
The Affiant has been with the Canton City Health Department for approximately one year in the position of Environmental Health Director, a supervisory position.  The Affiant has worked on hundreds of housing sanitation cases while in this and other positions.
2. 
The Canton City Health Department received an anonymous complaint on May 16, 2006, alleging that the housing conditions at ADDRESS, Canton, Ohio were very poor and expressing concern for the health, safety, and welfare of the minor children and residents of surrounding homes.  It was indicated at the time that water had been recently shut off to the home.
3. 
On MONTH DAY, YEAR, SANITARIAN, a Registered Sanitarian-in-Training, employed by the Canton City Health Department for approximately six months, investigated the exterior of 2826 9th ST SW, Canton, Ohio and found an accumulation of junk, trash, garbage, and confirmed that water had been shut off to this home on or about the MONTH DAY, YEAR.  It was also evident during this initial inspection that there were at least four dogs inside the home but there was no animal waste located on the surrounding grounds.  All of these conditions constitute violations of various sections of the Canton City Health Code, causing a public health nuisance as defined in section 3707.01 of the Ohio Revised Code.
4. 
On MONTH DAY, YEAR, an attempt by the Affiant was made to conduct an inspection at this location as a follow up to the MONTH DAY, YEAR complaint and in response to the inspection earlier in the day made by SANITARIAN.  It was evident at that time that there were four animals inside the home, that the home was vacant and that there was a strong odor of animal feces emanating from the home.  There was electricity to the home it was also noted that there were many broken windows and it appeared that there were two make-shift shelters at the rear of the property where evidence was found supporting an earlier neighborhood concern that at least one individual was living within these shelters.
5. 
Affiant attempted to speak with NAME, owner of 2826 9th ST, SW, Canton, Ohio at the residence.  Affiant remained at the home for forty-five minutes before discontinuing.
6. 
The address of ADDRESS, Canton, Ohio, 44710 has been verified by visual inspection and photographs.
7. 
Affiant believes that it is imperative that a complete evaluation of the sanitary conditions must be performed as soon as possible to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the occupants and surrounding neighborhood.
