There are 17 probable
cases and 13 confirmed cases in which date of birth is currently unknown and not shown in graph above.
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Graph 3 shows a breakdown of confirmed cases by week by age groups. There are 13 confirmed cases in which date of

birth is currently unknown and not shown in graph below. As with all data contained in this report, caution is advised

when looking at the past 2-3 weeks of data due to delays in testing results.

Graph 4 shows the EpiCurve which displays the total number of laboratory-confirmed cases per week, based on the
illness onset date for Stark County. If the illness onset date is not available, the earliest known date is utilized, which
could be the date the specimen was collected, the date of the test results or the date reported to the local health
department. Counts will change as additional information is collected. Stark County’s first confirmed case reported an
illness onset date of 2/25/2020. This data only includes data up until 11:30 am on 1/22/2021.

Graph 10 is the count of confirmed cases closed
or closed due to death. Stark County has a total
of 8271 cases closed of which 399 are due to
death.

Cases can be closed for the following reasons:

° The person passed away. Can be either
COVID-related or not COVID-related.

° Symptoms have resolved in that case.
° The person is no longer being followed

by the local health department.

A cluster is defined as 2 or more cases with a
common time and place of exposure. In Stark
County, commonly these are work place,
congregate living or family event/party settings.
Additionally, cases that were exposed to original
case members of the cluster and they
subsequently became ill are also then linked to
the original cluster.
